This privacy policy has been compiled to better serve those who are concerned with how their
'Personally Identifiable Information' (PIl) is being used online. PIl, as described in US privacy
law and information security, is information that can be used on its own or with other information
to identify, contact, or locate a single person, or to identify an individual in context. Please read

What is the Purpose of the App?

Othena (powered by CuraPatient) provides end-to-end COVID-19 testing and vaccination
management solutions helping individuals secure COVID-19 vaccines. It connects health
systems and providers in managing the complex vaccination journey. Othena provides patients
with a Virtual Caretaker powered by Artificial Intelligence to understand their COVID-19 care
plan, connect their devices, and receive support from providers via remote distance monitoring.
Upon downloading the Othena app and inputting information, patients are provided status info,
estimated vaccination dates, vaccination schedules, follow-up, complication tracking,
emergency contacts, and support tools — giving patients a firm COVID-19 support system.

What personal information do we collect from the people that visit our blog, website or
app(s)?

When you register on our website and/or App(s), the following information is collected from you:
Name, Email ID, Mailing Address (Location), Phone Number, Date of Birth, Camera, Photos,
Images, Files, Audio, Video and/or Other details.

When do we collect information?
We collect information from patients when they register on our site, fill out a form, use Live Chat,
open a Support Ticket, and/or enter information on our website and/or app(s).

How do we use patient information?

We may use the information we collect from patients when they register, make a purchase, sign
up for our newsletter, respond to a survey or marketing communication, surf the website, use
our app(s), and/or make use of certain other site and/or app features in the following ways:

. The personal information collected from the user at the time of registration on a website and/or
app(s) is used to help patients with their vaccination experience and/or to provide information
required by appropriate Public Health Services Agency whenever asked by them.

- To personalize the patient experience and to allow us to deliver the type of content and
product offerings in which patients are most interested.

- To allow us to better service patients in responding to customer service requests.

- To quickly process scheduling, location services, and other transactions.

- To send periodic emails regarding the patient experience and/or other products and services.

What permissions does a user need to give while accessing the mobile app?



While using the mobile app, the user needs to give permission to access following information to
the app:

Location:

- precise location (GPS based)

Photos / Media / Files / Storage:

- read the contents of your device storage for photos

Camera:

- take picture to add to your profile in app

How do we protect patient information?

We do not use vulnerability scanning and/or scanning to PCI standards.

We only provide articles and information. We never ask for credit card numbers.

We use regular Malware Scanning.

Personal information is contained behind secured networks and is only accessible by a limited
number of persons who have special access rights to such systems, and are required to keep
the information confidential. In addition, all sensitive information patients supply is encrypted via
Secure Socket Layer (SSL) technology.

We implement a variety of security measures when a user enters, submits, or accesses their
information to maintain the safety of their personal information.

All transactions are processed through a gateway provider and are not stored or processed on
our servers.

Do we use 'cookies'?

Yes. Cookies are small files that a site or its service provider transfers to a user’s computer's
hard drive through a Web browser (if allowed) that enables the site's or service provider's
systems to recognize the user’s browser and capture and remember certain information. They
are also used to help us understand user preferences based on previous or current site activity,
which enables us to provide users with improved services. We also use cookies to help us
compile aggregate data about site traffic and site interaction so that we can offer better site
experiences and tools in the future.

We use cookies to:
. Understand and save user preferences for future visits.
. Compile aggregate data about site traffic and site interactions in order to offer better site
experiences and tools in the future. We may also use trusted third-party services that
track this information on our behalf.

Users can choose to have their computer warn them each time a cookie is being sent, or they
can choose to turn off all cookies. Users can do this through their browser settings. Since each
browser is a little different, users should look at their browser's Help Menu to learn the correct
way to modify cookies.

If a user turns cookies off, some of the features that make the site experience more efficient
may not function properly.
